Devil Girl will take you on a road “trip”.

Synopsis:
FAY is a tough young woman on a soul searching road trip through America on Route 66, drag racing for cash in her late father's '69 Chevelle.  After a brief encounter on the road with a mysterious '60 Ford Thunderbird displaying the license plate "goin' down", she has a close call during a race in the form of a near head-on collision with a big rig.  Although shaken up, Fay has won again and she continues into the unknown, sad memories of her father still haunting her.  

As she zooms down Rte. 66 toward her destiny, a lone motorcyclist speeds out of Las Vegas in the middle of the night. After an all night drive, the bike finally gives and strands the man in the middle of the desert. Removing his helmet, he reveals himself as The CLOWN, a demented man in grease paint whose motives we can only guess. The Clown quickly finds another set of wheels when he unconsciously terrifies the young female driver of an old Volkswagen Beetle and steals the car. He continues on Rte. 66, his path surely to cross with Fay's. 

When a biker tells Fay of a "show", she finds herself at a burlesque style dance competition on Rte 66. Women of a variety of shapes and sizes dance and perform scantily clad in a tribute to classic alternative American culture.

As Fay gets back under way, The Clown finds himself walking again, the Beetle having given in to the desert heat. Pulling a gun from his leather jacket, he attempts to rob a random gas station with the intent of taking the attendants car. When this doesn't work out he knocks the attendant unconscious  and raids the stores liquor and candy while simultaneously popping pills. It's at this moment that a pretty young girl happens to drop in in an old Ford pick-up. The Clown, high as a kite, fantasizes that he and this unfortunate girl are acting out a porno scene on television. What happens in reality we can only guess.

Now Fay, low on gas, pulls into the station for a fill up. Upon entering the store she finds no sign of anyone. Meanwhile the Clown has snuck out and is stealing her wallet and cash from her front seat. He then steals the pick-up, the sound of it's engine prompting Fay to walk outside. As the pick-up pulls away down Rte. 66, Fay again sees the mysterious Thunderbird following behind him. She leaves the gas station, forgetting to fill up.  

The Clown it seems just can't get a break. Now the pick-up breaks down, leaving him stranded on the highway, dazed and confused. The Thunderbird materializes out of nowhere and picks him up. Devil Girl is at the wheel, red-skinned, horned & sexy. They share a joint and fly off into the flaming desert sky.       

The next morning the Clown wakes up along the highway. Did last night really happen? He steals a bicycle and continues down the road still lost in his crazy daydreams.

When another muscle car pulls up next to her and challenges her to a race, Fay obliges. The race is brief because Fay runs out of gas and now becomes stranded. She grabs a few of her belongings and hoofs it up the road.
 
The Clown and Fay arrive simultaneously at a mechanics shop in a local town where the Clown becomes immediately obsessed with Fay. Fay arranges for her car to be towed and stored at the garage and then heads over to the local sleaze motel. Having no cash, Fay is forced to give her father's gold ring to the creepy motel clerk, BUSTER, as collateral for her stay. Once in her room Fay cleans up and has a brief encounter with her father's ghost...

Fay heads out looking for a way to scrape up some cash. Turned down at the local diner, she is directed to the "Burning Bush" a strip club across the street where she reluctantly takes a job as a dancer.

Back at the gas station, the Clown breaks into the bathroom looking for a place to sleep for the night. Laying on the concrete floor, he pulls out Fay's license and gazes at it longingly.

Fay arrives at her motel room exhausted, a little humiliated from her dancing experience but not without a decent grip of cash. From her television an evangelist shouts out cryptic passages as Fay drifts into sleep. She dreams briefly of a funeral before jolting awake with the sense that someone is in the room. Her blankets, for some reason, are off her bed and in the corner of her room. Fay eventually goes back to sleep.

On her way to breakfast the next morning, Fay meets the town preacher, a charming but overbearing man who suggests Fay join his congregation. From their conversation we learn that "Fay" is short for "Faith" and the preacher later uses this play on words in an impromptu sermon to Fay and the locals in the diner.

Fay goes to the mechanics shop to check on her car and discovers she needs a new fuel pump or she isn't going anywhere. Worse yet, the mechanic informs her that he won't be able to get the necessary parts until next week.

Fay returns to her motel room to discover Buster exiting her room. He claims that he was bringing her fresh linens but we can see a pair of her panties sticking out of his back pocket.

Later that night outside the Burning Bush, the Clown smokes a joint and slips the doorman a couple bucks before entering. Inside the place is alive with dancing girls and a live band. The Clown begins to hallucinate again- a cocktail waitress becomes a zombie, the cage dancer is covered in blood and screaming, and a trio of Pig-men cheer on the topless dancer onstage. Suddenly the lights go down and the Clown finds himself in his own world, with Devil Girl giving him a sexy strip tease.
Once back to reality, Fay takes the stage and the Clown is thrilled with her performance.  Fay on the other hand is creeped out by the Clown and she again gets a glimpse of her father's ghost as she does her strip tease. The bouncer, RANDY, decides he doesn't like the Clown and throws him out before giving Fay a ride to her motel. 

Fay flirts with Randy a bit before leaving his car. In her room, Fay again gets the sense that she isn't alone as the television evangelist rants on. She discovers the Clown at her window and becomes frightened. He leaves though and she drifts off to sleep clutching a screwdriver for protection. Once she is asleep, a large leather masked man seems to materialize in her room and attacks her in her bed, raping her mercilessly before disappearing into the darkness. Was her attacker an apparition or demon? 

The next morning the preacher is giving his sermon to the townsfolk when the Clown suddenly interrupts him by farting in the pew and telling dirty jokes. After making quite a scene the Clown storms off. Once outside he has a brief hallucination of Fay as an angel.

Fay arrives at the Burning Bush for her shift and does a tequila shot. Two sexy girls are dancing together on stage when the Clown enters. Fay takes the stage to do a dominatrix type performance and she becomes emotional and kicks the Clown in the head. Randy immediately throws him out again.

Backstage Fay breaks down, seeing things in the shadows and sobbing. She leaves the Burning Bush to discover Devil Girl waiting for her outside with her Thunderbird. They drive away and Devil Girl seduces Fay into having sex with her in the back of the car.

Meanwhile in the gas station bathroom, the Clown has a sort of breakdown of his own. He stares hauntingly into the mirror as he pops pills, drinks liquor and refreshes his make-up.

Alone in the town church, the preacher is visited by Devil Girl who appears nude beneath the cross. Devil Girl accuses him of dark deeds and berates him for his hypocrisy before murdering him with her tail. The preacher wakes up on the church floor to realize Devil Girl has visited him in a dream.

Fay has a dream of a happy day where everything is ok now and she is finally leaving town. When Devil Girl appears in her dream, Fay wakes up. She has the cash she needs now to get her car and pay off Buster to retrieve her father's ring.  Buster explains to her that he gave the preacher the ring to hold for safe keeping and that she needs to see him at the church to get it back. Frustrated, she storms off to the church.

She arrives at the church to find no one there. She hears faint cries coming from behind a door in the back of the church and follows the sounds into the darkness. To her horror, she finds a young man nearly nude and caged up in a corner. The preacher shows up behind her wearing a leather mask--the face of her rapist! He knocks her nearly unconscious and attempts to chain her up but she stabs him in the crotch with a screwdriver she was carrying in her pocket. She strikes him with a club, killing him. She releases the young man and carries his trembling body out of the church.

As they are exiting the church, Buster is pulling in with his Mercury Cougar. Fay hides herself and the young man behind some bushes. She watches Buster enter the church and suddenly leave with murder in his eyes. She runs the other way when suddenly a sheriff’s car pulls up. The young man runs to the sheriff, leaving Fay unsure of what to do. Out of nowhere, the Clown appears on a motorcycle. He offers a ride which she accepts and they speed back to the motel.

At the motel she grabs a couple of her bags and begs the Clown for a ride to the mechanic's to get her car. He races her there, where she finds that the mechanic is out to lunch. In a panic, knowing that Buster is looking for her, she finds her keys and fires up her engine. She pulls away but stops a moment when she sees the clown. He babbles to her, trying to express his feelings when she sees Buster's car approaching over his shoulder. She spins out and speeds away leaving the clown literally in her dust.

Fay races through the desert at well over 100 mph but it isn't enough. Buster's car is faster and he rides her bumper. He pulls a gun, cocks it and pulls up beside her. He just has her in his sights when the Clown pulls up on the motorcycle and knocks the gun from Buster's hand, sending Buster into a spin out. Fay speeds away looking back at the action. When she faces forward, she realizes she is speeding head on into a big rig...

At the mental institution, the Clown comes to from his elaborate fantasy. He is now wearing no make-up. Some of the townspeople are also in the institution...and Fay is a nurse who informs him that today is the day he gets to go home.

Back in the fantasy world, we find the preacher is crucified, bloody, on his own cross.  Devil Girl pulls away in her Thunderbird, driving off into the sunset.
About the Cast…
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Jessica Graham (Fay) has starred in two feature films since her 2005 arrival in Los Angeles.  Jessica has played the lead role of Fay in Devil Girl, as well as the lead role of Abigail in the film Two Minutes.  This Philadelphia native has appeared in numerous stage plays, independent feature films, and commercials.  Like her character Fay, Jessica also drove across the country to pursue her acting career.
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Joe Wanjai Ross (The Clown) hails from Kansas City, Missouri. He got his start in New York, studying under acclaimed acting guru, Susan Batson. Joe is also a screenwriter, having written 15 feature-length screenplays. Joe is happy to be making his feature-starring debut in Devil Girl. 
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Vanessa Kay (Devil Girl), a Southern California native decided to pursue her dream of acting after studying psychology at Mt. San Antonio College. Vanessa then moved to Los Angeles where she studied acting at Playhouse West. Although, her big break was landing the lead Juggy role on The Man Show, Vanessa has also been featured on; The Andy Dick Show (MTV), & Greg the Bunny (Fox).  Vanessa has graced the covers and pages of numerous calendars and magazines.  Devil Girl is Vanessa Kay’s debut title role.
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C.J. Baker (Preacher) has been acting on stage since the age of 15.  He has since landed lead and supporting roles in over 50 stage productions.  Most recently he received the Drama-Logue “Best Actor” award for his role as Lt. Joe Adams, in the critically acclaimed production of “The Visit”.  Since 2004 C.J. has been in seven independent films.  C.J. is working on his first screenplay, a spectacular World War II epic based on the true story of how one man’s courage and determination paved the way for victory in the Pacific theater.
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Jeff Swarthout (Buster) moved from Hell’s Kitchen, New York and thinks Devil Girl rocks!  Most recently Jeff played “Park John” in Garden’s of the Night, starring John Malkovich and Evan Ross. Jeff can also be seen in The Flesh Keeper, Trail of Crumbs, Quick and the Undead, Valley of Angels, and Demonica.

About the Director…
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Howie Askins  Raised on a farm in rural upstate New York, comic books and dusk till dawn drive-in movies became nourishment for Howie's creative needs at a very young age. Also, "Spin the Bottle", a darkly comedic thriller about a kinky married couple who happen to be serial killers and swingers. Then there's a sequel to Devil Girl...a story about a young woman who smuggles drugs from chicago to Los Angeles and eventually gets caught up in the world of porn.
